Choose materials that are interesting.

Understanding something doesn't mean the muscles of your mouth can produce
the sounds. Study out loud!

Be patient with yourself. Remember iearning is a process - speaking a language well takes time.
Communicate! There is nothing like communicating in English and being successful.

Use the Internet. The Internet is the most exciting, unlimited English resource that anyone could

- imagine and it is right at your finger tips.
